Sunday Mornings and Tuesday Evenings

All sailboats (racers, cruisers, any sailboat) are
invited to race around the marks Sundays and
Tuesdays. You will be sailing circle 1.5 nm wide,
this requires navigation as well as all points of sail.
First Races May 3 and May 5.- then every Sunday
and Tuesday.

The start is at 09:30:00 hrs Sunday Mornings
and 18:30:00 hrs Tuesdays (6:30pm) (use GPS ,
cell phone clock, or other “official time”). Race start
is on the honor system. If you do it in under 60
minutes you are sailing well. Average is 60 to 70
minutes. Best known time 54 minutes (J24). There
is a 90 minute time limit in the event of light air.

The start / finish line is between the outer light-
house and mark 4 (almost due west of the light-
house). This line is about 800 feet long so the start
headings are infinite including sailing out the chan-
nel but should be based on your fastest point of sail.

From the light house mark four is almost due west
while mark three is NNW (350)

The race is counterclockwise all marks to port —
(marks 3, 2, 1, 8, 7, 6, 5, finish line between mark 4
and the outer lighthouse. Depending on wind direc-
tion start may be upwind downwind beam reach but
always heading for mark 3. The marks are such that
within 200 feet of a mark you can see the next mark.

As you cross the finish line (Mark 4 to port and the
lighthouse) record the exact time of day and e-
mail (with the date) to Imcintosh2@cogeco.ca with
the name of your boat as well as your boat name (if
you are a Wednesday night racer) and make and
model of your boat and PHRF if you know it. If you
do not send an e-mail an approximation may be re-
corded. White sail or spinnaker but once you sail
spinnaker your PHRF will be spinnaker

There will be an award at the sailors banquet —
based on a total point system (Sundays and Tues-
days) that rewards boats that race each Tuesday
and Sunday, that finish the circle and that finish
ahead of their competition on a corrected basis.
Interim standings will be e-mailed and
“Breezed” (new verb) at suitable intervals.
