We believe that we are finally on top of member 
accounts thanks to the effort of our new manager 
John Brown and our bookkeeper, Susanne Letour-
neau. 

Member statements went out by email for the 
first time last month to all those members that have 
email addresses with just a couple of minor hiccups.  
Members without email received printed copies of 
their statement by conventional mail.  Starting in 
July, if you do not receive a statement it means that 
you do not have any outstanding balance. 

Although overdue accounts have steadily de-
clined, we still have close to $20,000 in accounts 
receivable.  Since January we have not been charg-
ing interest while we worked on straightening out 
accounts.  However, starting with the July state-
ment, interest will once again be charged on out-
standing balances older than 30 days.  If your ac-
count is overdue please deal with it as soon as pos-
sible. 

On a positive note, the restaurant revenue con-
tinues to improve.  Rent paid to DYC since January 
is up 30% over the same period last year.  This has 
resulted from an increase in member support as well 
as outside events.  Costs to operate the club con-
tinue to climb and the restaurant revenue is one of 
the few ways we have to slow the need for in-
creases in member fees to meet these growing 
costs. 

Even though this has been a challenging year 
due to the general economic conditions, the clubôs 
financial position continues to improve.  John Brown 
and I continue to look for ways to reduce cost and 
increase revenue.   We would welcome any sugges-
tions you may have.
