Albert Cipryk 
DYC member Albert 

Cipryk passed away Sep-
tember16 after a brief battle 
with cancer. 

He was well-known and 
respected in the community 
as a chef-professor at Niag-
ara College, and also 
through a weekly column he 
wrote about food and cook-
ing in the St Catharines 
Standard. 

Many of our club mem-
bers ranked among the hundreds who at-
tended the wake at DYC on the Saturday fol-
lowing his passing.  Chef Derek, a former stu-
dent of Albert's culinary classes at Niagara Col-
lege, said, 'it was a big privilege and an honour 
for Edward and to prepare the food for a wake 
for a man of that magnitude.  The chefs cooked 
foods beloved by Albert, and even followed his 
personal recipes for some dishes. 

Albert joined DYC in 2005, but sailing had 
been a part of his life since he joined the Navy 
at the age of 17. He served for three years on 
the HMCS Bonaventure, stationed out of Halifax. 

His boat was the Artful Dodger, the second 
boat bearing that name. The original was built 
in Niagara-on-the-Lake in a barn in 1971, and 
made its way eventually to the Caribbean. Al-
bert sailed her from Statia in the winter of 1973 
or 1974, recalls his wife, Margaret Jarrell. 

Later the couple had a small sailboat while 
living in the Beaches in Toronto, which was 
sold when they moved to Winnipeg. 

After spending six days at the Wooden Boat 
School six years ago, they felt compelled to buy 

another one- looking for a boat as close to one 
they sailed with friends on Lake Champlain. 

Later, Albert purchased the Artful Dodger that 
sits in his slip at DYC. 

Margaret remembers that "almost every 
vacation we took involved being on the water 
in one way or another. It did seem to be more 
than a tonic for Albert-it made him philosophi-
cal and completely relaxed". 

Daughter Rachel:  "the one thing I remem-
ber Dad saying clearly is that he didn't care 
what happened while on the boat once he got 
out into open water. It was fairly literal, too- 
when we were out, after a while he would stop 
paying attention to the rudder and the boat 
would change direction ... it didn't matter 
where he was going, but just to be out there..." 

Albert got out on his boat a handful of 
times this summer. On his first sail, once back 
on shore he had the biggest grin he could of-
fer, and tears in his eyes. The opportunity to 
skipper the boat while in treatment made his 
heart soar. 

He loved the smell of the water. In his last 
days he would make his way to the lake, where 
he could sit, watch the rolling of the waves and 
just smell the water. 

We wish to express our sincerest condo-
lences to Margaret and the children.  Albert was 
a loved and respected member of the Dalhou-
sie Yacht Club.

DYC‟s financial year came to a close on August 
31and it was certainly a challenging year. 

We had hoped to have all our new docks leased; 
however, the downturn in the economy meant that it 
just wasn‟t going to happen.  From the outset, the 
Board took a very cautious approach and only those 
maintenance items that had to be done were com-
pleted. I would like to thank the board members for 
their commitment to keeping expenditures under 
control. 

On a positive note, the Learn-to-Sail program was 
very successful due to the efforts Paul Haynes and 
our dedicated training staff.  Similarly restaurant 
revenues continue to grow. 

As I indicated at the information meeting on Sep-
tember 17, probably the most challenging financial 
aspect over the past year was cash flow.  As shown 
in the accompanying figure our accounts receivables 
were extremely high making it difficult to pay our 
bills on time and thereby incurring interest penalties. 

I don‟t believe that this is a new phenomenon, but 
last year was particularly difficult. 

Membership fees for the 2009-2010 season were 
due September 1.  If you haven‟t already done so, 
please make a concerted effort to pay your member-
ship as soon as possible. 

Also, a reminder to boating members that storage 
fees must be paid prior to your boat being hauled 
out on October 18.   Last year this was not the case 
which contributed to our cash flow difficulties. We 
recognise that there may be extenuating circum-
stances and if that is the case please talked to John 
Brown. 

Looking forward, economists are suggesting that 
the recession may be coming to an end.  Let‟s hope 
they are right.
